VITICULTURE
Hedged VSP vines 
planted in dark,  r ich 
soi ls of Oakleaf and 
weathered granite 
provide optimal 
conditions for this 
truly South African 
grape variety.

VINIFICATION
Due to its thick
and tannic skin,  colour 
is extracted from the 
Pinotage grapes within 
the f irst couple of days 
of fermentation. Early 
pressed, immediate 
oaking and bottled 
12 months later,  this 
Pinotage is true to its 
varietal character.

TASTING NOTE
Juicy yet gentle,  this 
Pinotage showcases 
notes of mocha, 
cinnamon and wild 
blueberries reflecting 
its origins.
